Anne Rogers from the Maryland Department of Natural Resources shared the resources and
demonstrated the variety of Life Jackets appropriate for children and youth.

Life Jacket Law for Children Becomes Effective April 1, 2006

On April 1, 2006 a new Maryland law governing personal flotation devices (PFDs) for children goes into
effect. Under the new law, if a child is less than 4 years of age or weighs under 50 pounds, the child must
wear a PFD with specific additional safety features including: a strap that is secured between the child®
legs to fasten together the front and back of the PFD; an inflatable headrest or high collar to keep the child®
head above water; and a web handle to ensure the ready accessibility of the child from the vessel.

Effective June 1, 2001, all children under the age of 7 must WEAR a United States Coast Guard approved
Personal Flotation Device (Life Jacket - Type I, Il, lll or V) while underway on a recreational vessel under 21
feet in length on Maryland waters. Recreational vessel includes motorboats, sailboats, canoes, kayaks,
rowboats, and any other device capable of being used for transportation on the water, when the vessel is
being used for other than commercial purposes.

The Life Jacket must be the proper size for the child and must be in good and serviceable condition.

This requirement does not apply when: A vessel is moored or anchored or a child is below deck
or in an enclosed cabin.

Anne Rogers reinforced with the coalition that the personal commitment to water safety includes
all boaters wear life jackets, including adults who serve as role models. She circulated copies of
the Boat Maryland text book and reviewed the requirement that anyone born after 1972 must have
a boating license which can be obtained through online or in class courses. Maryland DNR also
provided copies of the state regulations for recreational vessels; information is also available
online at www.dnr.state.md.us.

The department again has the coloring book for children in print and on hand with over 1000
copies available. Please contact Julie or Anne for additional copies. The DNR officers are carrying
reward coupons for children when they are wearing PFDs. A reminder was shared that the DNR
Reserve Corp officers are available for safety events through the regional offices. Please allow 3
weeks notice for the office to find volunteers for your events.

Update from the National Capital Poison Center, completed by: Rose Ann Soloway

The National Capital Poison Center and the Maryland Poison Center presented a one-day
Poison Prevention Instructor Training in Silver Spring on March 5. This training was hosted by
ChildrenONational Medical Center and Emergency Medical Services for Children. Attendees
included school nurses, EMS providers, fire and life safety educators, health educators, public
health nurses, and representatives of the American Association of Poison Control Centers and
the federal Health Resources and Services Administration. Continuing education credits were
available for nurses, pharmacists, EMS providers, and Certified Health Education Specialists.
Participants learned how to teach poison prevention to children, adults, and seniors. They also
learned how to access additional resources for poison prevention education and to justify
programs in their areas.

Registration was full at the maximum 32 participants and the waiting list was as long.
Evaluations were overwhelmingly positive. Angel Bivens and Rose Ann Soloway will meet
over the summer to plan another training to be offered first to the waiting list from the March
event.

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5. Fire Safety Update:

Office of State Fire Marshal, written report from Jane Edwards
Please review the Maryland 2008 Legislative Update provided by Jane Edwards, distributed and
attached at the end of these minutes.

The OSFM has experienced 27 deaths so far this year as of May 29, 2008.
Last year at this time we had 50 fire deaths.

The Fire Marshal is very pleased with this reduction and urges everyone to keep up the good
work.

The Fire-Safe Cigarette Law that was passed in the 2007 Legislative Session goes into effect
July 1, 2008. There is a sell off period to allow existing stock to be distributed, but newer
cigarettes have already been spotted in stores. A News Release regarding this issue will be
distributed to the media prior to July 1, 2008.

Delegate Hubbard has asked the OFSM to work with him next year regarding The
Decabrominated Diphenyl Ether (DecaBDE). Two years ago legislation was passed to
eliminate both the Octa and Penta BDEOs The Maryland Professional FirefighterOsand the
International Association of Firefighters are backing this bill since they see it as a health
hazard to firefighters.

" May included a joint EMS for Children and American Trauma Society awareness campaign -

display will be at the MSFA Convention with educational materials for families and children. A
brief description of Risk Watch and resources will again be presented to the contestant in the Fire
Prevention Ambassadors workshop on Sunday.

EMSC Right Care When It Counts Awards & Star of Life Awards were held on May 21,
2008 in Baltimore. The EMSC Award for 2008 awards recognized six children and youth was
held on May 21, 2008 in Baltimore. The stories for each child will appear in the June issue of
EMS News. Two Baltimore news channels (11 & 13) covered the event and interviewed
some of the children. We already have two nominations for 2009 and will be doing local
celebrations throughout the year.

7. Child Passenger Safety Update
KISS Update was provided by Tracy Whitman with handouts circulated:
The newly revised Maryland Child Passenger Safety Law goes into effect on June 30, 2008.
Tracy provided a comprehensive review of the positive changes within the bill. There are
ongoing plans for press conferences in the two weeks prior. Handouts were provided to all

present and appear on the MHSO, KISS and MIEMSS CPS websites. Additionally, 35,000
updated law cards have been ordered, Every Child Deserves A Safe Ride brochure is being
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edited and will be reprinted, and MDOT is planning a press event in September 2008 during
the CPS Week activities.

Coalition members provided input on additional ways to reach the public, law enforcement

professionals and injury prevention advocates:

o Roll Call Flyers

0 Teletype memos and general orders within local jurisdictions

o Distribute flyers to local retailers, school nurses, libraries, YMCA, College summer camps,
child care programs.

o0 MVA office information and displays as well as road side and overhead signs were also
discussed.

KISS also presented written materials on new CPS Recalls, upcoming CPS training courses b
both the standardized CPS Course, Continuing Education, and 8 hour update training. July
17" 2008 there will be a CPS Instructor Update workshop at MHSO presented by KISS. July
23 &24, 2008 there will be a special needs 2 day CPS course hosted by Johns Hopkins and
presented by Montgomery County and KISS. Plans for FY09 include an instructor course for
the special needs course.

MHSO Update was provided by Tim Richards along with input to the above
discussion on reaching as many people as possible with the revised CPS Law.

MHSO & MVA are developing an outreach plan for the federal funding (approximately
$500,000) that will be available with the passage of this revised CPS law. Plans include
funding for public information campaigns, educational programs and actual booster seats.

MIEMSS CPS & OP Healthcare Project Update was provided by Pam Homiak

The hospital contact data base has been updated with thanks to KISS, Maryland ENA
membership and MIEMSS Perinatal division for ongoing input. Mailings were sent to all NICU,
Pediatric and ED contacts about the revised CPS Law.

Maryland AAP COVIPP Chair, Dr. Richard Lichenstein, sent a letter and the KISS flyer to all
the Pediatric practices across the state and most of the Family Practice offices. The result has
been a large increase in the requests for information, RX pads and RX pad posters.

CPS NICU summit is planned for September with a focus on the Angle Tolerance Test policy
and procedures (also known as the Car Seat Challenge).

Fall CPS conference call will also occur in September with tentative plans to focus on infants B
the very small and rear facing as long as possible.

8. NHTSA Federal Update. Stephanie Hancock participated in the discussion and
congratulations to Maryland for the new revised CPS law. Updates were saved for the
Occupant Protection Task Force meeting in the afternoon.
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9. Update from Local Safe Kids Coalitions — Safe Kids Day / Week Activities:

Baltimore City: Karen Hardingham shared their event in May during which 50 volunteers
reached out to over 800 students with the Great Event program.

Carroll County: Maggie Rauser shared their Safe Kids week at the Carroll County Jazz
festival reaching over 200 families. June 7™ 2008, Carroll County Safe Kids will host their
annual Bounty Program for old child safety seats. Each safety seat turned in is traded for a
seat belt survey and a $5.00 gift card.

Frederick County: Nancy Boyd shared their coalitionOsvents within the 19" Annual
ChildrenOgestival that included safety messages on Bikes, Games and a Spot the Tot
exhibition. They also have two private schools that may be interested in starting Risk Watch
programs in the fall.

Howard County is hosting a National Standardized CPS course this week and sends their
regrets. Ongoing activities and plans for summer include Car Seat Checks, Bike rodeos and
safety fairs.

Lower Shore held their Great Event activities on May 10" at the YMCA reaching over 160
children at 32 learning stations. 66 volunteers provided time and expertise from across the
counties. The coalition received a $4500 Safe Kids Buckle Up grant for FY 09.

Montgomery County: Brenda Botchway shared their coalitions April 28" event in Takoma
Park with many different safety stations including the Spot the Tot demonstration and a
second event held in May. Estimated contacts are at 1000 individuals. The county will be
receiving a Safe Kids Buckle Up grant for FY 09 and a Press Event is scheduled on June 19"
at Fitzgerald Auto Park in Rockville for the 2ew Booster Seat LawO. June 12" there will be a
Safe Kids event also at Fitzgerald for the Million Seat Check event.

Prince George’s County: Teresa Ann Crisman shared their coalition incorporation the
Great Event into established @hristmas in AprilOwhere homes are refurbished and safety
education provided for families in need. An event was also held at Springhill Lake
Elementary where 150 helmets were fitted and distributed. During the past school year, 70
Before & After school programs participated in Risk Watch and Safe Kids prevention activities
reaching 796 schools. These materials will be used at 10 different county summer camp
programs.

Washington County: Amanda Distefano shared the events that have occurred at the
ChildrenOsSafety Village in Hagerstown with 450 children and families participating along with
the after school programs that received Safe Kids materials during Safe Kids week. June
12hts there will be a Car Seat Check as part of the million seat check event and on June 14"
there will be a Bike Rodeo. The coalition applied for a Buckle Up Grant with focus on building
their technician base through courses and development of senior checker.
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10. Safe Kids USA - Rose Mary Suggs-Evans from the national office shared the plans for
the 20" Anniversary celebration, the new leadership at Safe Kids Worldwide and Safe Kids USA.
Both Rose Mary and Nancy Johnson will continue to work with all the coalitions in Maryland from
the field office.

House Bill 239 Anne Arundel County and City of A[mapolisDFi re and Explosives
I nvegigator © Qualifi cationsO
Sponsor: Anne Arundel County Delegation

Effective Date: October 1, 2008

This bill requires the fire explosives investigator in Anne Arundel County or City of Annapolis to be
assigned full time, as a paid employee to the fire and explosive investigations section of the fire department.
A fire and explosives investigator must be employed by the county or city fire department as a firefighter
for at least 5 years and maintain active certification by the Police Training Commission. This bill also
repeals the requirement that the individual have the rank of fire lieutenant or higher.

House Bill 745 CCity of Hagerstown DFire and Explosivesl nvedigators DAuthorityO

Effective Date: July 1, 2008
This bill expands the authority of a full-time fire and explosive investigator in the City of Hagerstown.

Effective Date: October 1, 2008

This bill repeals that a fire explosive investigator assigned to the Montgomery County Fire Marshals Office
have attained the rank of fire lieutenant or higher, and instead requires that such an investigator be a full
time paid employee, have been employed as a firefighter for at least 5 years and at all times maintain an
active certification by the Police Training Commission.

House Bill 1473 CForeg and Park Wardens - Regponsibilitie)

Effective Date: October 1, 2008

This bill repeals a requirement that a forest or park warden take specified action upon upon learning of, as
seeing a forest fire. A forest or park warden must take specific action if requested by a fire company to
assist with a fire plow or provide incident command expertise on the scene.

This bill would have prohibited, beginning January 1, 2010, a person from
manufacturing, processing, selling, or distributing in the State a new product or flame retardant part or new
product that contains more than 1% of decabrominated diphenyl ether (decaBDE).

House Bill 583 Qncome Tax Credt DVisual Fire Alarm SygemsO

Sponsor: Delegate Sossi, et al.

This bill would have created a tax credit against the state income tax for the cost of installing a visual fire
alarm system at qualifying multi-unit residential structures.

House Bill 980 QCriminal Law D Substantive CrimesbAssault by BurningO

Sponsor: Delegate Malone

This bill would have established the felony of assault by burning by prohibiting a person from willfully and
maliciously setting fire to another person.

Senae Bill 173 Qncome Tax DCredt for | nstallation of Fire Suppression SygemsO

Sponsor: Senator Astle, et al.

This bill would have created a tax credit against the State Income Tax for 75% of the expenses paid by an
individual or corporation to install an eligible fire suppression system listed as a Historic Landmark.

PhysicalO

Sponsor: Delegate Malone Effective Date: October 1, 2008

This bill would have required career firefighters who work at fire stations in Baltimore County or Howard
County to pass a physical examination each year as required by the State Fire Marshal.
