1 1 12-lead cardiac monitor/defibrillator with quick look capability - adult & pediatric

2 1 Waveform capnography

3 2 Adult multi function pads

4 1 Pediatric multi function pads

5 1 Monitoring cables

6 9 Monitoring electrodes

7 1 Spare monitor/defib batteries and/or on-board charging system

26 Diphenhydramine (Benadryl) - 50 mg

27 Droperidol - 2.5 mg

28 4 Epinephrine 1:10,000 - 1 mg each

30 Esmolol - 100mg/10ml 

31 1 Glucagon - 1 mg

32 Ketamine - 400 mg

33 Ketorolac - 30 mg (with approved OSP)

34 Labetalol - 100 mg

VENTILATOR - with approved OSP 

80 1 Ventilator minimally capable of the following settings:

Oxygen concentration between 20% - 100%

Peak pressures between 0 and 99

Selectable intermittent mandatory ventilation (IMV)

Positive end expiratory pressure between 2 and 15

Adjustable ventilatory rates between 0 and 60 per minute

Adjustable tidal columes:  adult:  300ms - 1,000ml and pediatric: 15mg - 200ml

Adjustable high and low pressure alarms
